Other beach hazards:

Sneaker waves can wash over rocks, levees, and
far up beaches without warning. There can be
more than twenty minutes of small waves between
sneaker waves. Don’t be fooled by an ocean that
looks calm - stay back from the surf and never turn
your back on the ocean.

Rising tides can cut off your route or force you to walk
dangerously close to the surf. Know the tides and EVACUATION
plan for rising water.
